. Have a minimum cut-off score of 80% in Reading, 60% in Math, 60% in English, and 60% in Science on the ATI Test of Essential Academic Skills (TEAS) exam.
. Have a minimum cut-off score of 58 on the Spatial Perception test.
Applicants will be ranked and selected using a point system through which points will be awarded. Please see attached Selection Criteria sheet.
