The NSHE Gateway Enrollment & Corequisite Policy

Effective Fall 2021, Nevada public colleges and universities will require all new,
beginning students to enroll in the gateway college-level English and math courses
required for their program/major within their first year of study. Some gateway
courses will include college-level coursework only, while others will include the
same college-level coursework along with corequisite instruction. Corequisite
instruction delivers in-class, in-time support to ensure student success. While
enrollment in courses featuring corequisite instruction will be open to all students,
a qualifying test score may be required to enroll in courses without the corequisite
support. The chart below contains an overview of gateway and co-requisite
courses and does not replace an advisor's recommendation.
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
